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! Cargill, which earns more than $3 billion a year and dominates the world grain market, first began operation in Paraguay in
1978, at the height of the military dictatorship of Alfredo Stroessner. Today the company has 41 industrial facilities in
Paraguay and leads the Paraguayan agribusiness sector with the commercialization of more than 1.3 million tons of soy,
wheat, and corn each year. This amounts to about a third of Paraguay’s annual harvest (Abramson, 2009).
